On 19th October 2004, Sr. 
Enda was conferred the 
degree of Master of Arts with 
the Latin formula of 
presentation:- 

PRAEHONORABILIS VICE-
CANCELLARIE, TOTAQUE 
UNIVERSITAS: 
Praesento vobis, hanc meam 
filiam, quam scio tam moribus 
quam doctrina habilem et 
idoneam esse quae 
admittatur, honoris cause, ad 
gradum Magisterii in Artibus, 
idque tibi fide mea testor ac 
spondeo totique Academiae.” 

TRANSLATION: 
“RIGHT HONOURABLE VICE-
CHANCELLOR AND ALL THE 
UNIVERSITY: 
I present to you this my 
daughter whom I know to be, 
in respect both of character 
and of learning, a fit and 
proper person for admission 
to the Degree of Master of 
Arts honoris causa, and I 
pledge to thee and to all the 
Academy my solemn word 
that so it is.”  

Sr Enda was born on 30th December 1928, in the village of Galbally, Co. Limerick.
Named Ellen Philomena Ryan at baptism, she was second of seven: four girls and
three boys. Her mother was the local Primary School Principal and her father a
Creamery Manager. During her Primary education, her parents exposed her to
cultural pursuits, such as Irish dancing, learning the piano and participating in
the village-run dramatic events. 

Her Secondary education was in boarding school – the Ursuline Convent, Thurles,
Co. Tipperary. It was here, perhaps, with the school’s emphasis on elocution,
choral work, orchestra and operetta productions, that the foundation was firmly
laid for her popular title in Malaysia of “The Singing Nun”! 

Immediately after Leaving Certificate in 1947, she entered the order of
Franciscan Missionaries of Mary in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon, coming to UCG
for an Arts degree and Higher Diploma in Education, from 1950 to 1954. She set
sail from Naples on 31st December 1954, at the age of 25, arriving in Singapore
three weeks later, to take up her role as foundress of a new school for girls
(deprived of education due to the Communist Insurgency in the then–Malaya).
Having got the pupils through their 6-year Primary syllabus in three years, the
stage was set for Assunta Secondary School to be launched in January 1958. 

The school gradually became one of the best known in the newly-independent
Malaysia. By the time Sr. Enda retired as Principal in 1989, the enrolment had
risen to 2,300 pupils, representing the rich cultural and religious background of
this diverse nation. It was her privilege to forge a strong family feeling amongst
students and the one hundred-strong staff……to make them friends for life,
whether followers of Buddha, Mohammed, Krishna, Confucius or Christ. 

Her efforts in the educational field were recognized by both Ministry of Education
and at Islamic State Level. His Highness, the Sultan of Selangor State conferred
on her the royal title of “PJK” (something like the OBE), as did his Chief
Education Officer honour her with the State’s highest award of “Tokok Guru”.
This had followed on an earlier recognition by the Minister of Education who had
chosen her for the Ministry’s “Guru Cemerlang” (excellent teacher) award. 

Because of her involvement in the Conference of Secondary Principals over the
years, and adding a musical element to their gatherings (with the everlasting
favourites: “Irish Eyes are Smiling” and Danny Boy”) – not to mention her use of
music and song at School Assemblies – she has come to be known widely as “The
Singing Nun”! But perhaps, to her the most cherished honour of all is the school,
on her retirement, on top of naming the school hall after her, changing the title
of the Welfare Society (which looks after the very poor pupils from squatter
areas) to “SEWO”: Sr Enda Welfare Organization. This would feature, topmost in
her priorities, as she strove to impart all that she was and believed in to those
thousands entrusted to her care, all those years in Malaysia.

One project very dear to Sister Letitsia’s heart and which should be dear to all Assuntarians’ hearts is 
the Tadika Fatima out at Old Klang Road. The reason it should be dear to our hearts is, it is a 
kindergarten that was started by our very own Assuntarians way back when. Sister Justine and her 
YCS girls started it and it has been going strong since.  

It is a kindergarten for children from low-income families, from squatter areas and such. For the 
longest time they have been renting premises but last year the alumni assisted Sr Letitsia in 
organising a Carnival at Assunta Secondary School to raise funds (RM36,000 was raised at the carnival) 
to buy their own premises – 2 low-cost flats. They are now waiting for the premises to be completed.  

Funds are still urgently required to cover day-to-day expenses like utilities and salaries of staff.

Students at the centre

Refugee camp 

St Clare of Assisi Turkana Homecraft Centre (SCATH) is located in the 
Kakuma region within the rift valley province in the North West of Kenya.  
The centre is 1000 km from Nairobi. 

SCATH comes under the Diocese of Lodwar.  Established in 1992, SCATH 
was unfortunately closed until 2001 when the Diocese took over and was 
under the management of Mr Ben Janssen.  The Franciscan Missionaries of 
Mary (FMM) took over the management in the third quarter of 2001.  The 
centre is registered and run under the Ministry of Education, Kenya 
guidelines. 

SCATH is desperately in need of funds to finance the purchase of a four-
wheel drive to replace the existing run down old vehicle, which costs more to 
upkeep, and run.  The cost of a new vehicle is estimated at USD30,000.00 and 
the centre hopes to raise this amount by mid August 2005. 

Funding is also required to provide student loans for the educational 
programmes offered at the centre.  The centre is the only vocational training 
school in Turkana.   It offers a two-year (boarding) course for young ladies.   
Courses are offered in cookery, nutrition, housekeeping, dressmaking, 
marketing and accounting for small businesses, computer skills and gardening 
among others.  They also offer leadership training for teachers and run 
holiday camps for the young ladies from the nearby UN run refugee camp.  
An average of 80% of the students have found employment over the past three 
years. 

The centre has a yearly intake of about 25 to 30 young ladies who board and 
the student loan, which is repayable upon securing a regular paying job, is 
USD10000.00.
